Finally, a strange resurrection occurs in 2 Kings 13:20-21.

Who Was Resurrected in the New Testament?
In one instance, Jesus raises the son of a widow in Nain (Luke 7:11-17)
In Mark 5:21-43, Jesus brings Jairus’ daughter back to life.

In the Gospels, John 11:1-44 gives the most detail and drama of the
story of Lazarus, Jesus’ close friend.

After Jesus’ resurrection, Peter raises Tabitha from the dead in Acts 9:36-42.

, performs a very similar miracle in 2 Kings 4:18-37.

Other than Jesus, each resurrection holds one similarity: God used a
person to resurrect the dead. Yet no one came to Jesus’ tomb and raised
him, not one of his disciples or anyone else. God h r Jesus,
completing the work all alone. This sets Jesus’ resurrection apart, and
even more importantly, it fulfills his statement, “I am the resurrection
and the life.”
