“And the Israelite woman’s son blasphemed the name of the Lord and cursed; and so
they brought him to Moses. (His mother’s name was Shelomith the daughter of Dibri, of
the tribe of Dan.) 12 Then they put him in custody, that the mind of the Lord might be
shown to them. 13 And the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 14 “Take outside the camp
him who has cursed; then let all who heard him lay their hands on his head, and let all
the congregation stone him.” Lev. 24:11-14

2. We abuse God's name to | ourselves!

“He answered and said to them, “Why do you also transgress the commandment of
God because of your tradition? 4 For God commanded, saying, ‘Honor your father and
your mother’; and, ‘He who curses father or mother, let him be put to death.” 5 But you
say, ‘Whoever says to his father or mother, “Whatever profit you might have received
from me is a gift to God™— 6 then he need not honor his father or mother.” Thus you
have made the commandment of God of no effect by your tradition.” Matt. 15:3-6

“But the prophet who presumes to speak a word in My name, which | have not
commanded him to speak, or who speaks in the name of other gods, that prophet shall
die.” 21 And if you say in your heart, ‘How shall we know the word which the Lord has
not spoken?'— 22 when a prophet speaks in the name of the Lord, if the thing does not
happen or come to pass, that is the thing which the Lord has not spoken; the prophet
has spoken it presumptuously; you shall not be afraid of him.” Deut. 18:20-22
